Additionally, technological advancements
influencing the banking profession, including risks
associated with artificial intelligence, cybersecurity,
digital transformation as well as climate change,
place new burdens and responsibilities on risk
management professions which must interact with
these developments and work to mitigate their
potential risks.

All these emerging topics will be discussed and
addressed at this forum organized by the Union
of Arab Banks, in collaboration with the Central
Bank of Egypt and Federation of Egyptian Banks.
